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Le Clos Blanc  
Alsaces blancs 
Riesling « Henri Weber » 2007  
Fresh, lively with citrusy aromas and a slightly lemony finish  

Riesling Grand Cru « Domaine Mittnacht »2006 
Yellow fruit on the nose, fresh palate and a rich and sweet finish. . 

Gewurztraminer « Pierre Sparr » 
Clean and tropical nose with a pleasant finish of bergamot orange and passionfruit 

Pinot gris 2007 (médaille d’or) 
This pinot gris was awarded the gold medal at the Great Wines of France in 2008 and no wonder: its nose is very aromatic, its palate 
starts light and dry and finishes sweet and intense. This combination makes it ideal for a great number of courses.  
 

Bourgognes blancs 
Bourgogne aligoté 2006 
Lively and slightly citrusy with white and yellow fruit on the nose; clean and precise on the palate with a pleasant finish of lime and 
lemon. 

Mâcon Villages « de Prissé » 2008 
Lemon and peach on the nose, generous tropical palate with a well-balanced finish. 

St Véran « de Prissé » grande reserve 2007 
Yellow, gleaming and limpid on the eye. A clean and dry wine with fruit and mineral notes.  

Rully « Les Saint-Jacques » Laborde Juillot 2007 
Mango, peach and candied lemons on the nose; fresh palate. A long and rich finish with hints of honey and lime-blossom.  
 

Centre Loire blancs 
A stone’s throw away from Sancerre, the Fournier family produces award-winning wines every year.  
Menetou-Salon « Fournier » 2007 
An exceptional wine with a mix of candied fruit, honey and vegetal notes, very balanced on the palate and with a long finish.  

Pouilly Fumé « Fournier » 2007/2008 
Like its cousin Menetou, this Pouilly is magnificent: it literally bursts with aromatic and fresh notes. Its balance is perfect with a long 
and superb finish.   

 
 

Bordeaux blancs 
Bordeaux sec de Fondreuil 2007  
A real Sauvignon on the nose with powerful aromas of broom followed by a long and fruity finish.  

Graves sec « Les croix blanches » 2008 
Fresh, lively and slightly rich with a beautiful finish of grapefruit.  

 « Château Tour Léognan » 2007 (du Château « Carbonnieux ») 
A marvellous wine which lives up to its reputation as the second wine of the grand château Carbonnieux; relax and enjoy this dry and 
fine white wine with a fruity and long finish 
Bordeaux doux « Les Arguillets » 2005/2006 
Mellow and soft and yet not overly sweet: a perfectly balanced and aromatic wine with refreshing fruity notes. 

Sauternes « Château Roumieux Lacoste » 2004 
Ripe fruit on the nose, clean and rich on the palate with a velvety and generous finish.  

Grand Sauternes « Les Sablettes » 2005 
Intense and powerful on the nose with notes of ripe yellow fruit and a long and fantastic. 
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Vin blanc « nostalgie » 
Vieil Arbois, Vin Jaune d’Auguste Pirou (« Grand Père » 1987) 
Bottled in an exclusive « Clavelin » in the tradition of Jura, this “grand-father” vintage wine is entering its third decade of retirement. 
It can slowly mature up to six generations.   
 

Le Clos Rosé 
 

Gaillac Rosé de Labastide 2008 
A nice and unpretentious Gaillac: strawberries on the nose and easy on the palate.  

Sancerre Rosé « Fournier » 2006 
White fruit, lemon and a hint of pear on the nose. Clean and sweet palate with a finish of tangerines and bush peach. The Fournier 
family’s rosé lives up to their greatest white wines.  

Travel carte « or » 2006 
Notes of red berries, sweet and acid nuts, fresh almonds. A trustworthy Tavel.  

Cru Classé  « Château de Mauvanne  » 2008 
Warning:  This  rare  Côtes de Provence is a superb “cru classé”. It sparkles on the eye, nose and palate and bursts with notes of fresh 
and juicy fruits  

Pinot Noir d’Alsace « Henri Weber » 
Usually in the red wine category, this pinot noir is more of a rosé when young and reddens with age. Once aired to be fully appreciated 
on the nose, it reveals a sweet and rich palate with a long finish.
